He won the All Ireland Boys under 17 Cross Country title in Tullamore. Then in the Celtic International Cross Country under 20 competition between Ireland, Northern Ireland, Scotland, and Wales Sean Tobin ran a brilliant race to finish 3rd and win the Bronze medal. 
He then turned his attention to the Track and Field and ran a magical 3000m race at the AAI Games in Morton Stadium on Sunday 15th May winning in a personal best time of 8 mins 33.51 secs and earning himself the qualifying time for both the European and World Youth Track & Field Championships in Trabazon, Turkey, on the 24th July. In the European 3000m final, 28th August, Sean ran the proverbial blinder when finishing 4th in  a Personal Best of 8 mins 29.91 secs where athletes had to contend with 29 degrees with high humidity of 65 degrees. He also won the All Ireland Intermediate Schools 3000m when representing Clonmel High School in 8 mins 40.86 secs in Tullamore. Then later in the year Sean won the Boys under 18 3000m in 8 mins 42.82 secs. 

During the Cross Country season he started off winning the County under 18. He then turned his attention to the All Ireland in Sligo where he again stamped his authority on the event to win the All Ireland Under 18 title convincingly. This performance coupled with his performance in Bristol earned him a place on the Irish Junior Men’s team for the European Cross Country Championships in Slovenia. This was an experience that Sean thoroughly enjoyed and he was there to witness Fionnuala Britton’s golden performance. Sean ran well in his race when finishing 46th in 18 mins 51 secs, 62 seconds off the winner. This great performance by Sean saw him finish 2nd on the Irish team that finished 12th. He rounded off 20111 when he ran in the Club’s 4 Mile road race and he put in a great performance when finishing 4th in 19 mins 59 secs.
